Chairlift Fees

All competitors receive 50% off a 2 day lift ticket that is valid for Saturday, July 21* and Sunday, July 22™.
Lift ticket rates for that 2 day ticket will be as follows:

- Adult (18+) - $56.95 + GST

- Youth (13-17) - $42.95 + GST

Competitors will be able to purchase their ticket at check in/plate pickup.
In addition, competitors will receive 20% off their lift ticket for Friday, July 19" if they would like to ride
that day. Competitors must be pre-registered by Thursday, July 18" to receive the discount. To purchase

the ticket, competitors need to go into the Daylodge located in the main plaza and say they are with the
race, the staff will confirm your name from the pre-registered competitor list and give you the discount.

Race packages can be picked up by the rider or a representative; however the riders UCI Licence must be
presented to pick up the package. If the package is being picked up by a representative they must have a
valid UCI Licence.

Training Periods:

The course will be open to racers only during designated official Training times. During these times bike
plates are mandatory. Staff can obtain bike plates from the registration by presenting a valid UCI Licence.
Failure to run a bike plate during official training periods will result in disqualification or fine from UCI.
