FACE MASKS & PHYSICAL DISTANCING RECOMMENDATIONS

All participants in the infield are strongly encouraged to wear a mask (covering their nose and mouth)
at all times, with the following exceptions:

- When any person is eating or drinking;

- Athletes who are going up to the track to race; or

- Athletes that are riding on their rollers or trainers.

Knowing that physical distancing of 2m cannot be respected at all times, we do ask that an effort be
made as much as possible.

SANITIZING STATIONS

Various sanitizing stations will be located throughout the infield at key locations.

AWARDS CEREMONIES

All awards ceremonies will be conducted in a self-serve manner. Event staff will place the medals and
jersey on the table beside the podium (left side when looking at the podium). The athletes will grab their
award from the table and proceed onto the podium. Masks can be removed quickly for a podium
picture.

SPECTATORS

Spectators will not have access to the infield at any point and must remain on the 3™ floor (concourse).
