(Events Other Than National & International Events) 

Sanctioned Events 

All PTSO, Club, Collective, and Member Events must be sanctioned under Cycling Canada to be eligible for 

insurance coverage. Events that are not sanctioned are not covered under the Cycling Canada insurance program. 

 

Event Host & Organizer – Insurance Responsibilities 

Event Host 

• The Province, Club Member and/or Member. 

• Coverage under the Cycling Canada policy applies only when the event is sanctioned and conducted in 

accordance with policy terms and conditions. 

Event Organizer 

• An Event Organizer is the individual or entity responsible for planning, coordinating, and delivering the event. 

o Where a member, Province or Club is acting as the Event Organizer, coverage extends from the Cycling 

Canada policy.  

Third-Party Event Organizers 

• When a Province or Club engages a third-party Event Organizer, that organizer is not insured under the 

Cycling Canada policy. 

• The third-party Event Organizer should: 

o Maintain their own commercial general liability insurance, and 

o Name the Host Province or Club as an Additional Insured, evidenced by a valid Certificate of Insurance 

(COI). 

 

Participant Eligibility & Membership 

• There is no additional premium charged for sanctioned events of regular members. Fees apply to Day-Member 

Permits. 

• Insurance coverage applies to registered participants who are: 

o Active Cycling Canada Members, or 

o Properly registered as Day Members. 

• All participants must be: 

o Accurately recorded and reported through the Provincial Quarterly Membership Reports. 

 

Host Liquor Liability 

• Events involving alcohol require: 

o Completion and approval of a Host Liquor Liability Application, and 

o Payment of applicable additional premiums and/or fees. 

• Host Liquor coverage is not automatically included and is subject to insurer approval.
